Good Bunker Etiquette
HOW TO USE THE RAKE:
As you leave a bunker, using both hands, push the sand away from you.
Never leave a footprint visible when you leave a bunker.
WHERE TO LEAVE THE RAKE:
Place the head of the rake facing the centre of the Bunker, with the end of
the handle at the outside edge of the bunker, but still in the bunker.

While many larger Clubs may prefer
the rakes be left outside of the 
Bunkers, it is unreasonable and
time consuming to expect a
Greenkeeper (with limited time)
to stop mowing to shift rakes.
